Plenary Session:     Adult and Juvenile Approach to Risk Reduction: What Works

Date:   Monday, October 3, 2011                      8:30 AM-10 AM

Presenter: William Carbone-Executive Director CSSD

William H. Carbone is the Executive Director of the Court Support Services Division (CSSD) of the Connecticut Judicial Branch. He directs and manages over 1.600 employees involved with adult and juvenile probation, family services, juvenile detention, alternative sanctions and pretrial release. Mr. Carbone is also responsible for the planning, coordination and implementation of the Division's diverse programs and functions, including the supervision of over 51,000 adult probation cases, over 14,000  pretrial release cases, 5,600 family relations cases, and over 5,500 juvenile detention and probation cases daily. The division oversees a network of private, community based non-profits that provide services to over 5,000 adult and 1,000 juvenile clients daily. Mr. Carbone holds a Practitioner-In-Residence appointment at the School of Public Safety and Professional Studies of the University of New Haven. He teaches courses at the undergraduate and graduate levels in various aspects of the juvenile and adult criminal justice systems.

Session A:     Surviving the Trenches:   The Personal Impact of Working with
 Offenders on Probation/Parole Officers

Description:

This workshop will provide definitions of compassion fatigue, vicarious trauma and burnout and introduce research on probation officer stress. Negative job impacts, cumulative stress and specific events correlated with increased officer stress will be discussed. At the end of the workshop participants will be able to define compassion fatigue, vicarious trauma and burnout and list a minimum of three symptoms of each condition. In addition, participants will be able to list six events correlated with increased stress for probation and parole officers.

Session B:     Victim Centered Probation In Intimate Partner Violence Cases

Description:

This seminar will look at the important role played by probation and parole officers when the supervised person is a domestic batterer. How batters test the system, and why documentation of technical violations is important. Understanding how a batterer uses power and control will help officers put effective conditions in place. We will also explore effective methods of communication with victims that will lead to accountability, while insuring victims remain safe. 

Presenters: Kenneth Edwards, Jr. and Michelle Cruz

Inspector Ken Edwards Jr., Violent Crimes Bureau, has been with the Connecticut Chief State's Attorney's Office for the past four years. Prior to that, he spent twenty five years with the New London Connecticut Police Department, spending the last ten years as the Captain commanding the Uniformed Services Division. Inspector Edwards has a Bachelor of Science degree in Criminal Justice Administration from the University of New Haven and has been a Connecticut Certified Law Enforcement Instructor for over twenty years. He consults nationally on a variety of law enforcement topics, and authored the strangulation investigation guidelines for the Connecticut Law Enforcement Officers Handbook.

Michelle Cruz, Esquire, is a Connecticut Victim Advocate. In the early 1990s, Ms. Cruz began working with domestic violence victims at various stages of their journey while attending Community College. Inspired by Attorney Sarah Buell and her ground breaking work and commitment to victims of crime in Quincy, Massachusetts, Ms. Cruz chose to pursue her Bachelor's Degree at Mount Holyoke College in South Hadley, Massachusetts.  

In 1995, Ms. Cruz began working for the Hampshire County District Attorney's Office as a victim witness advocate. In 2001, Ms. Cruz graduated from the University Of Connecticut School Of Law and for the last six years has worked as an Assistant District Attorney in both Hampshire and Hampden County.

Session C:     Non-Narcotic Medication-Assisted Treatment in Drug Courts

Description:

Medication-assisted treatment (MAT) is an evidence-based approach that has been shown to aid in reducing relapse.  Despite this evidence, some criminal justice professionals oppose MAT because of concerns over the opioid-based medications used in “replacement” or “substitution” approaches.  However, MAT also includes non-opioid medications that do not have issues with abuse, diversion or physical dependence.  In this session, detailed information will be presented on a non-narcotic medication that is FDA-approved for the treatment of alcohol dependence and opioid dependence.  Attendees will hear from national leaders on the use of non-opioid MAT within the criminal justice system. Session participants will learn about the safety and efficacy of the medication, practical information about how to access the medication within criminal justice settings, and how to integrate it within the court and probation processes, counseling and other recovery supports.  Attendees will also hear from participants who have received non-opioid medication while involved in a criminal justice treatment program.

Session E:     Organized Crime

Description:

This workshop will focus on Organized Crime in New England from the perspective of law enforcement. During his career, our presenter was assigned as a Rhode Island State Trooper in the Division's Intelligence Unit which was and remains responsible for monitoring, investigating and prosecuting organized crime activities, outlaw motorcycle gangs and terrorism. Detective O'Donnell's work in an undercover capacity infiltrating New England Organized Crime (Mafia), namely, various factions of the Patriarca Organized Crime Family, will weave its way through this training. Facts from the investigations which led to hundreds of arrests, seizures of dozens of vehicles, pounds of cocaine, marijuana, various other narcotic drugs and hundreds of thousands of dollars in US currency, will be shared. With Colonel O'Donnell's extensive background and expertise in this area, this training will be informative and extremely relevant to those in attendance. 

Presenter:       Colonel Seven G. O'Donnell, Superintendent, Rhode Island State Police Commissioner, Department of Public Safety

Colonel O'Donnell began his law enforcement career in 1983 as a correctional officer with the Rhode Island Department of Correction. In 1984, Colonel O'Donnell was appointed as a patrolman with the North Kingston Police Department, and in 1986 he joined the Rhode Island State Police as a Trooper. In 1995, he was one of ten officers nationwide selected to receive the “Top Cop” award from President William Jefferson Clinton at the White House. In 1996, he was also chosen as “Trooper of the Year” for the nation, and was one of only four Troopers to receive this award which was presented by Vice President Al Gore at the White House. In 2007, he was appointed as the Acting Superintendent of the Rhode Island State Police upon Colonel Steven M. Pare's retirement. 

Colonel O'Donnell holds a Master of Science Degree in the Administration of Justice from Salve Regina University, a Bachelor of Science Degree in the Administration of Justice from the University of New Haven, and is a graduate of the FBI Academy in Quantico, Virginia. He has also lectured in Russia and frequently lectures on topics of Organized Crime, confidential informants, covert investigations, as well as many other law enforcement topics.

Session F:     Fundamentals of Adult Sexual Offenders

This training focuses on overview of fundamental information related to adult sexual offenders including: Static and Dynamic Risk Factors, Recidivism Rates, Core treatment Principles, Fundamentals of Evaluation, and Sex offender Legislation Initiatives.

Dr. Randall Wallace is the Program Director of the Center for the Treatment of Problem Sexual Behaviors (CTPSB).In this capacity he oversees five programs including: 1) community based adult sexual offender treatment (approximately 1000 clients), 2) transitional day reporting program for adult sexual offenders transitioning from the prisons to the community (approximately 40 clients), 3) Post Conviction Sexual Offender Tests (PCSOT) polygraph testing (approximately 1200 exams per year), 4) juveniles with problem sexual behaviors program (approximately 40 clients), and 5) residential treatment program for adult sexual offenders (due to open in September 2011).

Session A:     Reflections of Women Journeying Through Community Reintegration

Description:

This workshop will present information on the experiences of women journeying through the transitioning process from the correctional system into the community. Stepping stones of empowerment, self-worth, and building self-esteem are explored through the process of treatment. The paths traveled throughout the therapeutic experiences, good and bad, are shared as well as the successful outcomes of attaining employment, education, housing and maintaining sobriety. The purpose of gender specific treatment will be explained. The session will identify barriers women face during reintegration into the community and will discuss the female offenders therapeutic experiences.

Presenter: Angela Mims
Angela Mims, Ed.D. began her employment with Community Education Centers in 1999 at the Albert “Bo” Robinson Assessment and Treatment Center located in Trenton, New Jersey as an Assessment Counselor. In 2003, Dr. Mims was promoted to the Assistant to the Director. In 2004, Dr. Mims was appointed to the Administrator of Women's Programming and Services. In 2009, Dr. Mims was appointed as the Corporate Director of Women's Programs. She holds a Master of Human Services Degree from Lincoln University and a Doctor of Education Degree from Fielding University. She has worked with male and female adult offenders since 1994. 

Session B:     Gang Identification in Connecticut

Description:

This presentation is geared towards any persons working in various aspects of community service where interaction with the community is a daily job. The material that is presented is meant to inform and promote awareness of the participant's surroundings. The presentation will assist participants in noticing potential gang members and gang identifiers. By recognizing subtle to obvious signs of gang involvement, participants will be able to better protect themselves in potential harmful situations and also provide intervention in some cases. Topics to be covered will include Introduction to Gangs in Connecticut, Gang Management and how the DOC manages gang members, Gang Trends and Identifiers and the top five gangs in depth, and Gangs in Today's Media/Sports and how gangs show a presence in today's society. Participant questions and experiences are strongly encouraged throughout the presentation. 

Presenter: John Aldi

John Aldi is a sixteen year veteran with the Connecticut Department of Corrections. He started his career as a Correctional Officer and has held the position of Correctional Treatment Officer, Correctional Counselor/Program Coordinator in the department's Close Custody Security Risk Group Unit and Counselor Supervisor, tasked as a Unit Manager. He currently serves as the Department of Correction's Statewide Security Risk Group Coordinator in the department's Security Division. In this vital role he promotes the coordination of security risk group intelligence sharing throughout the Department of Correction and across criminal justice and policing agencies throughout the state. Also critical to this position is training. This particular part of the Department of Correction's  Security Division is integral in the training of new trends and identifiers for Security Risk Groups. Mr. Aldi has been a trainer for the Department of Correction's Pre-Service Classes, department of Correction's New Supervisor training, Parole Officer training, local/state law enforcement, community/school groups and training the department's executive management team. He has been a presenter at the Department of Justice's Correctional Intel regional meetings and has testified on the status of gangs in Connecticut before the state legislature's Commission on Children. He has worked with the National Institute of Corrections in Mississippi, Massachusetts, Indiana, Nevada and the Washington State Department of Corrections on developing strategies for dealing with their prison gangs as well as performing assessments on their security risk group management systems. Mr. Aldi is a graduate of the Connecticut Criminal Justice Command Institute and he holds a Bachelor of Science degree in Justice and Law Administration from Western Connecticut State University.

Cyber Bullying is the number one online issue impacting the largest number of teens affected by it. Also included in the lecture will be “sexting” as a new tactic in the realm of Cyber Bullying.

Presenter: Frank Dannahey
Detective Frank Dannahey is a 30 year member of the Rocky Hill, Connecticut Police Department. He received a Bachelor Degree (1980) from Central Connecticut State University. He has been assigned to the Detective Division Youth Bureau for the past 20 years. Detective Dannahey is responsible for criminal investigations as well as instructing, coordinating, and developing prevention programs. He has received specialized training in the area of Child Computer Crimes and Exploitation by attending numerous State and Federal trainings throughout the US on that topic. He has worked in an undercover capacity online to detect online child predators. Det. Dannahey has been featured on Dateline NBC, MSNBC, and several other National Media Networks and National Publications. He is an Advisory Board member of webwisekids.org .and ConnectSafely.org and he has testified before a Congressional Committee on Child Internet Safety. He serves as a regional resource on the topic of Child Computer Crimes and has done numerous presentations, both local and national, on the topic. He is a contributing author to the “Journal of School Safety” Magazine with articles on various Internet safety topics. Det. Dannahey was invited to become a member of the Youth Risk Online Group, an exclusive collaboration of Internet Safety Advocates and Researchers. 

Session D:     Introduction to Social Media

Topics covered in this workshop will center on Internet Tools, especially the use of free tools like Facebook, Twitter, YouTube and Blogs to track people's activities. The subjects of Geo-locating and mapping will also be covered by looking at Cell phones, Twitter. irfanview, Bing Maps and Google Earth and, if time permits, introduction to FTK Imager and finding deleted data on computers.

Sergeant Rich McKeon is a Certified Computer Examiner (CCE) awarded by the International Society of Forensic Computer Examiners and an AccessData Certified Examiner (ACE) awarded by AcessData Corporation who currently supervises the Computer Forensics Unit for the Glastonbury Police Department. Sgt. McKeon has solved numerous cases via technology and digital evidence and was awarded a Town of Glastonbury Citation for his work tracking and safely recovering two missing and endangered juvenile females. Using his vast experience from law enforcement, Mr. McKeon has formed Digital Media Concepts, LLC, a company dedicated to providing social media intelligence training to government, academia, and private sector agencies.

Session E:     Characteristics of the Armed Criminal

Description:

Situational awareness and early threat identification are key components to officer safety. Criminal justice practitioners and social service providers, who are able to identify potential threats and formulate an action plan, can significantly enhance their safety. The Armed Criminal poses a threat to the public and to Probation, Parole, Corrections and Police Officers. Even though a weapon may not be in plain sight, the carrier will often exhibit characteristics that can assist a trained observer to conclude they are armed. By recognizing these characteristics, the officer's situational awareness and threat identification is improved and the officer's safety is enhanced.

This course will provide the participant with the fundamental skills needed to become a trained observer and can assist them in determining if a person is armed. Discussion will include; identification of pre-attack indicators, professional posturing, carry locations favored by the Armed Criminal as well as concealment issues, behavioral and body motion indicators and clothing indicators. Participants will be involved in a hands on, interactive, multimedia program. At the conclusion of this presentation, participants will be able to recognize, identify and understand the characteristics of the Armed Criminal       and the potential threat posed. 

Presenter: Edward Chmielewski
Chief Probation Officer Ed Chmielewski is a Criminal Justice Practitioner having more than 30 years of experience. He is currently assigned to the Connecticut Judicial Branch Support Services (CSSD) Training Academy. Chief Chmielewski has held positions which include adult probation officer, juvenile probation officer, police sergeant, police officer and military police officer. Current certifications include L.O.C.K.U.P. Police Combat Instructor, Baton Instructor Trainer, Natural Control Tactics Instructor, Handcuff Instructor, OC (Pepper) Spray Instructor, Search & Seizure Instructor, Simulation Training Instructor, ID & Safe Handling of Firearms Instructor. Past Police assignments included; Undercover Narcotics Investigator with the Ct State Police Statewide Narcotics Task Force, Tactical Drug Unit Commander, Firearms Instructor, Training Officer and D.A.R.E. Officer. Chief Chmielewski has worked as an adjunct lecturer in criminal justice at the University of New Haven in the Connecticut Community College system. He has taught leadership and terrorism courses at the US Army Officer Candidate School and is a certified trainer for the National Center for Biomedical Research & Training Academy of Counter-Terrorist Education at Louisiana State University. He holds a Master’s Degree in Criminal Justice from Anna Maria College, a Bachelor’s Degree in Psychology with a Minor in Criminal Justice from Eastern CT State University and is a graduate of the CT Municipal Police Academy, CT Military Academy Officer Training School and the United States Army Infantry Officer School. Chief Chmielewski is the recipient of the Army Meritorious Service Medal, Army Commendation Medal, five Army Achievement Medals and numerous other awards. He retires from the Connecticut Army National Guard as a Lieutenant Colonel (CT) in 2004.
